Explanation of Focus Area 	AATG Arkansas is a state-wide community of educators of German. One central 
and Standards: 			goal of this organization to improve foreign language literacy among students. 

Session I of this workshop will provide strategies for teaching on the topic of minorities living in German-speaking countries. A variety of strategies and materials will prepare teachers to share this topic with students.

Session I Proposal: Many students of German are unaware of the cultural and ethnic diversity of German speakers. This topic is often not taught due to lack of information, materials and strategies. Teachers will be provided the strategies and materials to properly discuss these issues of minorities who speak German. 

Session II of this workshop will provide teachers with strategies for teaching German culture through the use of Grimm’s Fairy Tales. Teachers will also be given strategies to motivate students to write in the target language
and show reading comprehension by converting these stories into various forms of modern media, such as online cartoons, online avetars, manga, etc.
Improving literacy is a common ACSIP goal in Arkansas schools.
